	Strong – 4 pts

	Content of Review
	· Provides info on all 5 W’s (who, what, when, where, why/how) 
· Facts are excellent with descriptive language used. 
· A captivating original title is used. 
	· Contains all 5 W’s. 

· The facts are complete and correct. 
· A simple title is given to the article. 
	· Contains only 3 of the 5 W’s.

· Facts are primarily correct.
· Title is not original or has nothing to do with the article.
	· Does not tell who, what, when, where, how/why. 

· Facts are incomplete or wrong. 
· No title is given.
· OR May contain evidence of plagiarism

	Reporting format 
	· Begins with an exciting lead, followed by a reasonable and purposeful argument/supporting details. 

· Article has a well written conclusion and does not conclude abruptly. 
	· Contains an interesting and exiting lead.
· Conclusion is adequate and helps to sum up the article.
	· Contains a lead, but it is not interesting.
· Conclusion is lacking.
	· The article is more like a short story and not journalistic.
· No conclusion provided. 

	Writing Mechanics 
	· All words spelled correctly, helping readers to clearly understand idea. 
· Completely appropriate grammar that helps reader understand central idea. 

· No punctuation errors. 
	· Most words spelled correctly. 
· Uses appropriate grammar that does not interfere with meaning. 

· A few punctuation errors. 
	· Many spelling errors that makes it hard for reader to understand central idea. 
· Grammar choices sometimes confuse reader.

· Many or major errors in punctuation that sometimes confuse reader. 
	· Frequent spelling errors that make it hard for reader to understand central idea. 
· Grammar choices keep readers from understanding piece.

· Frequent or major punctuation errors that obscure meaning.
